PA USAG State Board Meeting

June 4th, 2018
Meeting called to order by State Chairman Donna Guenther.

Members present:  Donna Guenther, Kevin Pope, Lynn Ross, Melanie Sheriff, Jane Caruso, Mike Vanim, Bridget Hild, and Terry McGirk, Jill Morris, Rich Fiorintino, Tammy Nulph, and Steve Heasley
1.  Discussion was had concerning the benefits of the Xcel Invitational vs an Xcel Regional competition . This year the meet was held as an invitational.  The board has recommended to keep the competition as an Invitational for 2019 and propose to the Regional board to vote for a Regional Xcel Championship 2020.
2.With over one thousand gymnasts in the Xcel State meet we discussed ways to keep the meet at a manageable size while making sure it maintained the prestige of a state competition.  It was decided that the qualifying score for all Xcel levels to qualify to states will be a 35.00aa.  VOTE: 8-3  PASSED
3.   The board has received a few emails asking if level 4 States could have team competition like levels 5 and up.  The matter was discussed and we felt like the majority of Pennsylvania clubs preferred the level 4 state meet remain as it has been in the past.  Each club will still compete in the same session with individual and all around awards given after each session.  The remains no team competition for level 4.

4.  A motion was made to NOT permit open scoring at Xcel States.  Vote:  10-1  PASSED
5.  A survey was sent out to see if there was any interest of moving any of the compulsory state meets to the December time frame.  Approximately 40% of clubs responded with a slight majority in favor of keeping the seasons the same as they currently are.  A motion was made to move the compulsory state competitions to the end of the calendar year.  Vote: 2-10  against.  MOTION FAILED 

6.  A motion was made to change level 7 states to a two judge judging panel due to the significant added expense of having a four judge panel.   Vote: 10-2 in favor of a two judge panel.  PASSED

7.  A motion was made to subsidize the host of a state meet that is required to have a four judge judging panel (level 8 and 9/10) in the amount of $8000.00. (if funds are available from the State)The reason for this is due to the significantly higher cost of having a four judge panel.  Vote: UNANIMOUS 

8.  A motion was made to retroactively subsidize the host of the 2018 level 5 state meet in the amount of $8000.00.  The reason was because the profits of this competition were minimal due to the low number of participants and the club was specifically asked by the board to host the competition due to a very limited number of options. Vote: 10 for -1 abstention   PASSED

9.  The state meet selection committee (this is comprised of board members who’s clubs are NOT bidding for a state competition) met in seclusion to discuss all meet bids received by the 6/1/18 deadline.  After lengthy discussion the following clubs are awarded the following state competitions for the 2018-2019 season.

LEVEL 3 EAST:  BERKS GYMNASTICS 

LEVEL 3 WEST:  NITTANY GYMNASTICS

LEVEL 4:  SOMERTON GYMNASTICS

LEVEL 5: GYM DANDYS GYMNASTICS

LEVEL 6: CUMBERLAND GYMNASTICS

XCEL:  RAINBOW GYMNASTICS

LEVEL 7:  GIRLS CO-OP GYMNASTICS

LEVEL 8: XQUISITE GYMNASTICS

LEVEL 9/10:  DYNAMATS
