PA-USAG Board Meeting
06/20/2014

The meeting was called to order by PA-USAG Chairperson Donna Guenther at 1:00pm.                   

Board members present: Donna Guenther, Jill Morris, Mike Vanim, Lynn Ross, Rich Fiorintino, Karen Clark, Cara Jane Blumenschein, Tammy Nulph, Terry McGirk, and Kevin Pope.

Board members absent: Barb Cutillo, Jane Caruso, Gene Speer and Steve Heasley

1. The decision was made previously through email to split both level 3 and level 4 states by east and west.  This was done to control the numbers at each meet and to try to prevent the need for a Friday session(s).
2. The competition format for level 3 and 4 states will remain the same as the 2013-14 season. Clubs will compete as a team in an individual session and there will be no team competition.             Vote: Unanimous

3. All qualification scores will remain the same as last season

4. Discussion was had on how judges are assigned to our state and regional competitions.  A motion was made to have a committee from the board choose the officials.  Vote: Unanimous

5. Changes to the Xcel program were discussed.  These changes may be found in the Women’s Program Technical Committee minutes.  A link to these minutes may be found on the PA-USAG website.

6. Pennsylvania will consider adding Xcel Bronze and Silver to the Xcel State Meet in future years if the numbers of gymnasts at these levels increase significantly. 

7. A longtime coaching member of Pennsylvania Gymnastics, Danny Warbutton, has recently been diagnosed with cancer.  Information will be forthcoming on the PA-USAG website about how those choose to, may be able to donate funds to help with his mounting medical expenses.

8. A motion was made to make a donation of $2,000.00 to the Pink Invitational.   Vote: six in favor, three opposed. Motion passed.
9. Club state rosters must be submitted via .csv format to the record keeper at kpope29761@aol.com no later than January 15th, 2015.  More information about what will need to be included will posted on the PA-USAG website in the future.  A motion was made to increase the fine to $100.00 for a club submitting their roster after the 1/15/15 deadline. Vote: seven in favor, two opposed.  Motion passed. 

10. A motion was made to discontinue Pennsylvania providing shirts for coaches to wear at Regionals. Most coaches choose not to wear the shirts at Regionals anyway so it was felt that it was an unnecessary expense for the state.  Vote: Unanimous

11. Discussion was had about PA-USAG instituting a “Pennsylvania Gymnastics Hall of Fame”.  A committee was formed to investigate the idea and to recommend some guidelines.
12. Meet bids for the upcoming 2014-2015 season were reviewed and assigned by vote. The following clubs have been selected to host the 2015 State Competitions.
