Meeting called to order at 1:30pm

1. Discussion was had about a proposed 2017  State clinic tentative scheduled for the end of Sept/ beginning of October 2017.  More information will be forthcoming about this.  If you have any suggestions/ requests for the type of things to be included in the clinic, please email Donna Guenther with your ideas.
2.  Discussion was had about the proposed Pennsylvania Gymnastics Hall of Fame.  Categories discussed were:  Service Award, Coach/Judge Award, and Athlete Award.   More information will be forthcoming concerning this.  
3. Jane Caruso updated the board on the Xcel program.  An Xcel Regional Invitational has been tentatively scheduled for June of 2017.  The entry to this competition will be by qualifying score, and those scores and additional information will be distributed at a later date.
4. Qualification to Level 8 Regionals is no longer by a percentage.  The new procedure is how we’ve always done levels 9/10.  Any gymnast receiving a score of 34.00 or higher at the PA State meet will qualify for regionals.  This also means that petitions for illness/injury will be permitted at level 8 unlike in the past.
5. Meet bids were reviewed, discussed, and then voted on.  As is always the case, board members who have bid for a post season competition are not permitted to vote or be present for the discussion on that competition.
6. Competition entry fees for PA State meets will remain the same as last year.

7. The number of judges per panel at state competitions will remain the same as last year.  For levels 6 and down there will be a 2 judge panel and for levels 7 and up there will be a 4 judge panel.

8. The Xcel score to qualify to states has been raised to a 34.00 (vote 10 for 1 opposed)

9. The level 6 score to qualify to states has been raised to a 34.00 (vote 9 for 2 opposed)
